From A Homily by St. Gregory the Pope
Homilia 18 in Evangelia

Let each of you, therefore, think within himself
whether this voice of God sounds loudly in the
ear  of  his  heart;  for  thereby  will  he  know
whether he is of God.  Some there are, whom it
pleaseth  not  to  hear  the  commandments  of
God,  even  with  their  bodily  ears.  And  some
there are,  who receive those words with  their
bodily ears, but whose heart is far from them. 
And some also there are, who hear the words of
God with joy,  so that they are moved thereby
even to tears.  But when their fit of weeping is
past they turn again to iniquity.  They who de-
spise to do the words of God certainly cannot
be  said  to  hear  them.  Wherefore,  dearly
beloved brethren, call  up your  own life before
your mind's eye, and then ponder with trembling
those awful words which the mouth of the Truth
spoke: Ye therefore hear them not, because ye
are not of God.
